From the seven antiphons sung in the me-
dieval Roman Church at Vespers before and af-
ter the Magnificat (Mary's song), just prior to
Christmas, sometime in the 13th century five
were selected for a hymn and the “Rejoice, re-
joice” refrain added. Biblical references to the
Great “O’s” are: Emmanuel (Isaiah 7:14), Root
of Jesse (Isaiah 11:10), Dayspring (Malachi 4:2),
Key of David (Isaiah 22:22), and O Lord
(Adonai) (Exodus 3:15). The purpose of Advent
is to prepare for Christmas, as Lent prepares

Each Wednesday morning chapel is held in
the pavilion at Christ Community Lutheran
School. The pavilion is a multipurpose
room; in an effort to differentiate this
space with an atmosphere of reverence
during chapel time, altar cloths and ban-
ners are being made. Earlier in the school
year, the middle school students created a
series of altar cloths matching the liturgi-
cal calendar. The second grade class cre-
ated a 15 x 5’ panel banner to adorn the
east side of the pavilion, transforming it
into a worship space. Emblazoned with
“Rejoice in the Lord” in large yellow letters
on a navy field, the bottom of the banner
is adorned with a three-dimensional silk
flower garden. The third and fourth grade
class has also created a 15 x 5" panel ban-
ner with a triangle with woven corners
symbolizing the Trinity. The words, Fa-
ther, Son and Holy Spirit, are displayed in
white on a navy field. Additional chapel
banners created by other classes will soon
accompany these. The best way to check
out the students’ handiwork is to join the
school for chapel from 8:25-8:55AM each
Wednesday. Parents and friends of the
school are always invited.
