Nicolai, who also composed the famous melody, wrote his hymns as 
meditations on death and eternal life in the midst of the pestilence in 
Westphalia in which over 1,300 people died in six months.

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MISSIONARY-OF-THE-MONTH
 Pastor Frederick Reinhardt

 Senegal, West Africa
Being the adopted missionary of the Women of Grace, and having visited the church a couple 
of years ago, Frederick Reinhardt is not a stranger to many of Grace's members.  This year he 
will   again receive funds produced by the Pecans and Holiday Bake Sale along with support 
money from Thrivent.  

In Christ's great harvest mission, Pastor Frederick Reinhardt  is a missionary in Dakar, Senegal 
in West Africa.  He serves as the area facilitator for French speaking Africa  and works with the 
African leadership of the various French-speaking Lutheran church bodies in Africa.  Previ-
ously,2000 to 2007,  Fred served in northeastern Togo, working in cooperation with the LCMS 
partner church body.  

Fred's home congregation is Immanuel Lutheran Church in Pensacola, Florida.  He is a 
"second-career" pastor and missionary, having enjoyed a 21 year career in the civil and foreign 
service before going to Concordia Seminary in 1997.  

Within the last few months, besides ongoing mission work, he has:
1.  visited the Lutheran Church in the Ivory Coast,
2.  made important decisions regarding projects and budgets with the "Africa Manage-

ment Team" in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia 3.  attended the ordination of a new pastor in 
Togo.

Pastor Fred thanks God for his safety in traveling and requests prayers for continued protection 
and zeal in  spreading the Gospel of Jesus Christ throughout French speaking Africa.  "May the 
Holy Spirit continue to work powerfully through the Word all over Africa and that the Ablaze 
movement will erupt in support and activity so that 100 million unreached or uncommitted peo-
ple are reached with the Good News of Jesus Christ by 2017!  

As a note  of thanks to this parish, he adds, "May God continue to richly and abundantly bless 
you all by His marvelous GRACE in Jesus Christ!"
